President’s Growth Awards


Sertoma, Inc. President Carol Moore has offered a series of growth awards to members, clubs and districts. 


For members, each member who brings in a new member will receive a growth pin that says “I believe in Sertoma.” 2nd Chance GEM has also been reinstated for this fiscal year. The GEM award is normally only available during the first year of membership.


All participants will be eligible for prizes at the Sertoma Convention in Nashville. Prizes will include a digital camera, DVD play or TV.


Each club with positive growth will receive a special medallion. Any club that REBOCs (has a net gain of 25 members) will also receive a medallion. The top three clubs with the highest percentage of growth will receive a LCD projector.

H.E.A.R.S.


An elderly woman, blind and with hearing problems, living in an assisted living home, applied to HEARS for hearing aids so she could “can hear the rain.”


Even though she qualified for the top level of assistanceprogram, there is was still a $40 application fee plus 5% of the cost of the hearing aids (approxi�mately $33). 


The client, living on little more than SSI, was unable to afford the $40, or the 5%. The other residents of the home pitched in to cover the application fee.


HEARS has an incremental fund for such situations and the HEARS board approved the disbursement to cover the 5%.

Taxes


The September Sertoman Digest had an article about filing with the IRS.  The key points are as follows:  


The new 990N form must be used by non-profits entities with less than $25,000 in gross revenue for the year ending June 30, 2008;


This is a postcard format available for ordering from the IRS website; 


If your club has over $25,000 in gross revenue, you must file form 990 or 990EZ, also available on the IRS website; 


Sertoma, Inc. has recom�mended that clubs wait to file in November (by the 15th) due to some processing problems Sertoma is having with the IRS; 


The name to put on the form is Sertoma International (line 1) and on line 2 put your club name and number; use your club's EIN;


7)	If you have two EINs, file two 990s, one for each EIN.  If you have problems or ques�tions, have your treasurer call HQ for help.  Be sure to get on top of this for your club.

Club Web Sites


At the Fall District Conference, Glenn Scott talked about how he uses the Gazette’s online version of Your Hub to advertise events like the Soap Box Derby.


Another great way to let people know about your club is by creating a club web site. Sertoma, Inc. has created the ability to put club infor�mation on their own page on the Sertoma website. Club presidents and secretaries have the passwords to access the site. If you want instruct�tions on how to work with the Ser�toma.org club website feature, shoot me an email (� HYPERLINK "mailto:southcolorado district@gmail.com" ��southcoloradodistrict @gmail.com�) and I’ll send you a file with step by step instructions.


Another option is to create your own website. Don’t think you can do it? Nonsense. I have found a great site that provides templates for you to create your own web site. It’s weebly.com. They have a wide variety of layouts. There are fairly good instructions available on the site to get you started. The current South Colorado District web site was created through Weebly. Tucson Foothills Sertoma (tucsonsertoma. org) was created through Weebly. 


You can buy a domain name from them (I think they’re pricey), from another domain name provider or you can create one through Weebly for free as long as you put weebly in the name (i.e. highnoonsertoma. weebly.com).


The site doesn’t have to be elabor�ate. Just get the basic information about your club, put up some pic�tures (Weebly has a great picture gallery feature), talk about what you do. Then, when you talk to someone about you rclub, you can say, “Check out our web site."
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Salvation Army


Recently Mike Smith from the Salvation Army as the speaker at Gleneagle Sertoma. He talked about the Red Kettle campaign and the difference between volunteers and paid bell ringers. 


At certain locations where they have to have a bell ringer all the time, if they can’t fill the need with volunteers, they must hire people to ring the bell. 


The difference comes in the amount of money collected when a volunteer is ringing the bell compared to a paid bell ringer. Paid ringers collect 40% of that the volunteers collect.


Many Sertoma clubs ring the bell during the holiday season. Monu�ment Hill staffs several locations from Thanksgiving to Christmas. Gleneagle does two weeks the begin�ning of December. Other clubs do a day here and a day there. If your club is one of the latter, please consider volunteering for additional days. Your club receives credit for the money collected during your shift.

Upcoming Awards


Time to start preparing Sertoman of the Year (SOY), Service To Mankind (STM) and Distinguished Secretary Award.  Consult the Club Manual for 2008-09 for the entry format and details for both SOY and STM.


This year, the Mountain West Region Sertoman of the Year will be announced on Thursday evening April 30 at the Regional Convention opening session and will be afforded special attention and perks throughout the convention.  


Although Sertoma has discontinued the Distinguished Secretary of the Year Award, the Mountain West has continued this important recognition up to the Regional Level.  This year’s award nomination package will still use last year’s award guidelines because it is recognizing Secretaries who were on the job from July 1, 2007 till June 30, 2008.  The award criteria and judges sheet is attached.  Similar to the SOY and STM submission, please include a cover sheet with the Name of the Award, Club Name and address, Individuals name as it should appear on award plaque.entry format and details are attached to this message.  All three of these award entries are due to be postmarked to the District Governor by December 1, 2008 and the Regional Director by January 15, 2009.  Questions – contact Don Johnson, donwjohn@comcast.net or call him at 719-302-1979no extra points will be awarded for GEM members or distance traveled. All Visiting Clubs must have notified the Host Club President three (3) days prior to the meeting in order to qualify.


In the event of a tie between Visiting Clubs, the Host Club Sgt-at-Arms is empowered to make up tiebreaker rules ad hoc. These rules will be announced to the clubs at the beginning of the meeting.


The Host Club (Club A) which last handed the Traveling Trophy over to another club (Club B) cannot retrieve the Trophy again until one of the following two events occurs: 1) another Club (Club C) visits Club B and takes the Trophy, in which case Club A may retrieve the Trophy from Club C, or 2) Club A may retrieve the Trophy from Club B if the Trophy has been in the possession of Club B for a period exceeding 60 days. Club C cannot retrieve the Trophy from Club B until Club B has held at least two meetings following its retrieval of the Trophy.
