Some clubs waive the $20 joining fee if prospects sign up during the membership drive.
•
Find something fun – and inexpensive – to “give” your new member prospects and new members, to provide some incentive to sign up during your membership drive.
THE KEY: Have a membership drive every single year – without fail – and you will not have the membership, or leadership, problems of a shrinking club.
Two other assets that Sertoma has provided are the recruitment DVD that came out a couple years ago and the new member orientation that comes with each new member packet.

Both can be used to recruit new members. The recruitment DVD is great for a group presentation during a membership drive. The orientation DVD can be used on an individual basis for prospective members. One Sertoma member reported that they sent the orientation DVD home with a prospect who viewed it and was so impressed that they joined.
Service Opportunities

From the Gov


There is often a�lot of discussion �about the upside and�downside of club �web sites.


Some say they’re�too expensive and�too much trouble to�keep up. Valid points.


Consider the following: I recently visited a club and met a new member who had moved from Albuequerque. He had been in a service club down there that wasn’t represented here. He had heard of Sertoma and did a web search for a local club. He came up with two that had web sites. He visited the web sites, then contacted one club to attend their meeting and eventually joined.


Second scenario (also true): A Sertoman from the east coast was trying to find a local club for a relative who had expressed an interest in Sertoma. He went to the HQ site and found only one club with a website (he searched in Colorado Springs, thereby missing Monument Hill). There was no contact information for any of the other clubs (something HQ is reluctant to do). He did email HQ and was referred to me and I am working with him to find a club for his relative.


In this day and age of computers and web searches, it seems it would make sense to investigate what is actually involved in having a web site. Read further in this newsletter for some updates on the sites hosted by Sertoma.org and other ideas.

Club Websites


Many people think it’s impossible to have a club website because it’s complicated to maintain and expensive. I disagree.


The easiest website available to clubs is the one provided by Sertoma, Inc. through the sertoma.org website. The system was recently streamlined to make it much easier for clubs to maintain a web presence. 


Previously there were two sites that had to be maintained which could be confusing – one was for the public and one was for the club. Now, both sites have been combined. The public only sees the public page and the club members (when they are logged in to the Sertoma.org website) will see the club pages, which include a calendar, member list, a place to add articles and the ability to email everyone in the club who has an email address listed with Sertoma.


Each club was also given a web address that is very user friendly. For clubs that have not already set up their page, it is sertoma.org/ clubname (i.e. Sertoma.org/ FrontRange).


While the public page is somewhat limited in content capability, it is a place to put contact information, when your club meets and some basic information on what you do. You can also list your club’s board members.


The club section of the site can be very useful for maintaining contact with your membership, particularly those who may not regularly attend meetings. The club president, secretary and treasurer have automatic access to the site for making changes. If you want to designate a specific club member as web master, you can contact Nick Magana at HQ to set that up.


Another option is going through a site like weebly.com (which is what
